Form One Students Explore Guangzhou’s Urban Planning,
Development and Natural Ecology

To enrich students’ learning experiences and enhance their national identity, our
school's Other Learning Experiences (OLE) Committee and National Education and
Chinese Culture Promotion Committee collaborated to organise a Mainland study tour
for Secondary 1 students, titled “Guangzhou's Urban Planning, Development and
